Limitations on the use of the building product:

Prior to installation the RT600 Foundation Rail should not be exposed to extended periods of direct sunlight, nor exposed to fire or
petroleum based solvent.

Design requirements that would support the use of the building product:

None

Installation requirements:

The application and spacing of the RT600 Foundation Rail product is generally specified by the engineer or specifier of the floor
slab.

In order for the RT600 Foundation Rail to be installed correctly the site for the floor slab will need to be clear and level. A layer of
fines will need to be spread and compacted across the area and a perimeter of boxing will need to be constructed to define the
slab. The area requires a damp proof membrane over the fines.

RT600 Foundation Rails are secured on top of polystyrene pods which are positioned and secured within the perimeter of the
boxing. Steel mesh or reinforcing steel is laid on top of the RT600 Foundation Rail.

Concrete can then be poured to form the floor slab.
